Dear friends,
Things are moving forward in the karate world. During the International Open WKC Cham-
pionships in Feldkirchen-Westerham 24th to 26th January 2014 a very friendly meeting 
took place between representing the WKC, President M. Nicovi� and Vice-President B. Gilar-
di and on the other side representing WUKF President L. Crisan along with WUKO President 
Luigi Aschedamini. The four leaders discussed possibilities of future cooperation. The son 
of the former WKC Chairman and WUKO founder Carlo Henke (†), Sean Henke, attended 
the WKC open tournament as observer and entered one of his students who eventually 
went on to win a medal!

Contrary to the positive news above another big scandal shook the WKF through its Ger-
man member federation of possible money laundering. This may cause big problems for 
their proposed World Championships scheduled for Bremen (Germany) in November 2014, 
which and may not be allowed to proceed. The offi ce of that German federation has been 
searched by order of the local court and the honorary presidents as well as the secretary 
general are accused of money embezzlement. The German government have also started 

a large-scale investigation. Unfortunately, the WKF or one of its national member federations has once again tarnished the name of 
karate. No wonder that the WKF failed to get karate accepted into the Olympic Games!

We are looking forward to the 9th WKC European Championships 13th to 15th June 2014 in Cheboksary, the capital of the Chuvash 
Republic, Russia. The Karate Federation of Russia (KFR) with its President Dr. Viatcheslav Timofeev is organising the tournament with 
the full support of the Chuvashian government and the city of Cheboksary. In the past, the European Championships were only open 
for adults but now we will open the event to Cadets and Juniors. It is expected that many competitors from the neighbouring Russian 
countries will take part

Our Junior & Cadet World Championships in Buenos Aires in October 2014 will open a new chapter in the WKC history. We will have 
many competitors from South America for the fi rst time. The President of the hosting federation Union Argentina de Karate (UAK), 
Nestor Parreño, is working hard to make this event a great success by contacting many South American countries and federations 
as possible.
